ii) Only ‘Class-l local supplier” as defined in Public Procurement (Preference to Make in India),
Order 2017, are eligible to participate for subject tender.

iii) The bidder should have the following:

(a) Registration in Appropriate Class of Contractors, (it is optional Criteria) ‘
(b) Bank Solvency Certificate of a Nationalized Bank / Scheduled Bank for a minimum of
7,88,000.00 and should not be older than one year from the date of opening of tender.
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(c) Average Annual Financial Turnover of the firm should be at least X 19,70,000.00 during the
immediate last 3 consecutive financial years ending 31st March 2024. This should be duly
audited by a registered Chartered Accountant.

(d) Should not have incurred any loss in more than two years during last five years ending 31st
March 2024,

(e) Carried out similar works during last 7 years.

(f) Performance Certificates.

(g) Construction Plant & Machinery, equipment’s, accessories & other infrastructure facilities
to complete the work in time as applicable for this work

(h) Required Technical Staff.

(i) Certificate of Registration for GST.

(J) Permanent Account Number (PAN)

(k) The Firm must have Valid Electrical Contractor license.

3. The bidder should have satisfactorily completed (based on certification of performance by
client of the warks) 3 (Three) similar works each of value not less than X 7,88,000.00 or 2 (Two)
similar works each of value not less than ¥ 11,82,000.00 or 1 (One) similar work of value at
least X 15,76,000.00 during the last 7 (Seven) years ending on the last day of the month
previous to the one in which the tenders are invited. The works completed up to previous day
of the last date of submission of tenders shall also be considered and if the eligible similar
works are not carried out in Central Government / State Government / Public Sector
Undertaking of Central or State Governments / Central Autonomous baodies, then TDS
certificates should be produced by bidder for the same

For the purpose, ‘cost of work’ shall mean gross value of the completed work including the cost
of materials supplied by the Govt./Client, but excluding those supplied free of cost. For the
purpose of clause Similar Works means “Any electrical work comprising of paint wiring
{Lighting or Power or Fire alarm system) or Electrical Panels or Cabling in any Government
organisation/semi government organisation/Public sector/Private company” The similar works
should have been executed in India.

4. The value of executed works shall be brought to the current costing level by enhancing the
actual value of work at simple rate of 7 % per annum, calculated from the date of completion
to last date of submission of tenders.

5. The bidding capacity of the contractor applicable should be equal to or more than the estimated
cost of the work put to tender. The bidding capacity shall be worked out by the following
formula:

8. Registration

(i) As part of the enrolment process, the bidders will be required to choose a unique
username and assign a password for their accounts.

(ii)) Bidders are advised to register their valid email address and mobile numbers as part
of the registration process.

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(iv) Upon enrolment, the bidders will be required to register their valid Digital Signature
Certificate (Class Il Certificates with signing key usage) issued by any Certifying
Authority recognized by CCA India (e.g. Sify / nCode / eMudhra etc.), with their
praofile.

(v) Only one valid DSC should be registered by a bidder. Please note that the bidders are
responsible to ensure that they do not lend their DSC's to others which may lead to
misuse.

9. Searching for Tender Documents

(i) There are various search options built in the CPP Portal, to facilitate bidders to search
active tenders by several parameters. These parameters could include Tender ID,
Organization Name, Location, Date, Value, etc. There is also an option of advanced
search for tenders, wherein the bidders may combine a number of search parameters
such as QOrganization Name, Form of Contract, Location, Date, Other keywords etc.

(i) Once the bidders have selected the tenders they are interested in, they may
download the required documents / tender schedules.

10. Preparation of Bids

(i) Bidder should take into account any corrigendum published on the tender document
Abefore submitting their bids.

(i) Please go through the tender advertisement and the tender document carefully
to understandthe documents required to be submitted as part of the bid. Please note
the number of covers in which the bid documents have to be submitted, the
number of documents - including the names and content of each of the document
that need to be submitted. Any deviations fromthese may lead to rejection of the
bid. The tender shall be summarily rejected if any price bid information is disclosed
along with EMD or Techno-commercial Bid (Part-A

(i) Bidder, in advance, should get ready the bid documents to he submitted as indicated
in the tender document / schedule and generally, they can be in PDF / XLS /
RAR / DWF/ JPGformats. Bid documents may be scanned with 100 dpi with black
and white option which helps in reducing size of the scanned document.

(iv) To avoid the time and effort required in uploading the same set of standard
documents which are required to be submitted as a part of every bid, a provision of
uploading such standard documents (e.g. PAN card copy, annual reports, auditor
certificates etc.) has been provided tothe bidders. Bidders can use “My Space” or
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“Other Important Documents” area available to them to upload such documents.
These documents may be directly submitted from the “My Space” area while
submitting a bid, and need not be uploaded again and again. This will lead to a
reduction in the time required for bid submission process.

11. Submission of Bids

(i) Bids shall be submitted online only at CPPP website

(i1) Bidder should log into the site well in advance for bid submission so that they can
upload the bid in time i.e. on or before the bid submission time. Bidder will be
responsible for any delay due ta other issues.

(ii)The bidder has to digitally sign and upload the required bid documents ane by one
as indicated in the tender document.

(iv) Bidder has to select the payment option as “offline” to pay the EMD as applicable and
enter details of the instrument.

(v) Bidder should prepare the EMD as per the instructions specified in the tender
document as applicable. The original should be posted/couriered/given in person to
the cancerned official, latest by the last date of bid submission or as specified in the
tender documents. The details of the DD/any other accepted instrument, physically
sent, should tally with the details available in the scanned copy and the data entered
during bid submission time. Otherwise the uploaded bid will be rejected

(vi)The agency shall download the pre bid clarification if any for the work and upload the
same (scanned copy) duly signed and sealed. The revised documents (if any) shall be
uploaded in e tender portal.

(vii) Bidders are requested to nate that they should necessarily submit their financial bids
in the format provided and no ather format is acceptable. If the price bid has been
given as a standard BOQ format with the tender document, then the same is to be
downloaded and to be filled by allthe bidders. Bidders are required to download the
BOQ file, open it and complete the SKYBLUE coloured (unprotected) cells with their
respective financial quotes and other details (such as name of the bidder). No other
cells should be changed. Once the details have been completed, the bidder should save
it and submit it online, without changing the filename. If the BOQ file is found to be
modified by the bidder, the bid will be rejected.

(viii) Tenderers are advised to upload their documents well in advance, to avoid last
minutes rushon the server or complications in uploading. BARC, in any case, shall
not be held responsiblefor any type of difficulties during uploading the documents
including server and technical problems whatsoever.

(ix)Bid documents may be scanned with 100 dpi with black and white option which helps
in reducing size of the scanned document.
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(x) The server time (which is displayed an the bidders’ dashboard) will be considered as
the standard time for referencing the deadlines for submission of the bids by the
bidders, opening of bids etc. The bidders should follow this time during bid submission.

13. After opening of Part ’A’, tender inviting authority shall constitute an Technical Evaluation
team which will first verify the online credentials submitted by the bidder with respect to their
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eligibility for the work and if required, will visit selected worksites of on-going/completed works
of the bidders to evaluate the capability of the tenderers based on the following.

a) Financial capability and their turnover during the last 5 years.

b) Technical capabilities of the company in the light of subject work.

c) Nature of works executed by the tenderer during Iast years.

d) Organizational structure of the company.

e) Necessary Resource required by company to carry out the subject work.

f) Time & quality consciousness.

g) Tendency of the company with regard to making extraneous claims and disputes.
h) Site planning ability.

i) Tendency of the company to award the work on back to back / subletting.

14. As per the security procedure in force in Bhabha Atomic Research Centre, the successful
bidder shall be vetted by the Security Section of BARC before award of the work.

15. No maodifications in the tender shall be allowed after opening Part ‘A’.

16. Tenders with any condition including canditional rebate shall be rejected. However, tenders
with unconditional rebate will be accepted.

17. If any information furnished by the applicant is found to be incorrect at a later stage, they shall
be liable to be debarred from tendering / taking up works in BARC in future forever. if such a
violation comes to the notice of Department before start of work, the Engineer-in-charge shall
be free to forfeit the entire amount of Performance Guarantee. Also, if such a violation comes
to the notice of Department before start of work, the Engineer-in-charge shall be free to forfeit
the entire amount of EMD and Performance Guarantee.

Submission of EMD is compulsory. Financial Bid of bidder shall not be opened in case non
submission of EMD with in due date.

The contractor whose tender is accepted will be required to furnish by way of security deposit
for the due fulfilment of his contract, such sum as will amount to 2.5% (Two point five Percent)
of the tendered value of work. In addition, the contractor shall be required to deposit an
amount equal to 3% of the tendered value of the contract as performance Security. Time
allowed for submission of Performance Guarantee shall be 15 days from the date of issue of
letter of acceptance. This period can be further extended at the written request of the
cantractor by E-I-C for a maximum period ranging from 1 to 15 days with late fee @0.1% per
day of Performance Guarantee amount. Performance Security of 3% can also be accepted in
the form of Bank guarantees (in case Performance Security exceeds X 1.00 lakhs), fixed deposit
receipts of Scheduled Banks or in the form of Government Securities.

The Security Deposit will be collected by deducting @ 2.5% of the gross amount of the running
bill of the contractor till the total security deposit recovered becomes 2.5% of the tendered
value of work.

ii) All tendered rates shall be inclusive of all taxes, GST, levy or cess applicable on last stipulated
date of receipt of tender including extension if any

iii) 2% TDS on GST, Labour welfare cess @1% of gross value of work done shall be recovered
from each bill paid to the contractor.

iv) Income tax and cess as applicable shall be deducted from each bill paid to the contractor.
v) Contractor should be registered under EPF & ESIC and as per law or if department asks for
then contractor shall pay EPF & ESIC of contract workers to concerned Department and it will
be reimbursed to him by the Department after getting satisfied that it has been actually and
genuinely paid by the contractor based on documentary evidence. The hidder should not
consider EPF & ESIC in his rates.

Contractors shall comply provisions of the EPF Act, 1952 in respect of all the eligible
employees/ workers / labours and submit the documentary proof regularly with every RA Bill.

vi) Any other taxes / cess as per Government directives shall be deducted from each bill paid
to the contractor from time to time.

30. Bidder has to submit Undertaking on their letter head pursuant to the Section 206AB (as
applicable) of the Income Tax Act, 1961 in prescribed format as enclosed at Annexure 2.

31. If any tenderer withdraws his tender within the validity period and before award of work
