(v) Only one valid DSC should be registered by a bidder. Please note that the bidders are
responsible to ensure that they do not lend their DSC’s to others which may lead to
misuse.

9. Searching for Tender Documents

(i) There are various search options built in the CPP Portal, to facilitate bidders to search
active tenders by several parameters. These parameters could include Tender ID,

(iii) Bidder, in advance, should get ready the bid documents to be submitted as indicated in

(iv) To avoid the time and effort required in uploading the same set of standard documents
which are required to be submitted as a part of every bid, a provision of uploading such
standard documents (e.g. PAN card copy, annual reports, auditor certificates etc.) has
been provided to the bidders.

11.  Submission of Bids
(i) Bids shall be submitted online only at CPPP website : https://eprocure.gov.in/eprocure/app

(ii) Bidder should log into the site well in advance for bid submission so that they can upload
the bid in time ie. on or before the bid submission time. Bidder will be responsible for
any delay due to other issues.

(iii)The bidder has to digitally sign and upload the required bid documents one by one as
indicated in the tender document.

(iv) The agency shall download the pre bid clarification if any for the work and upload the same
(scanned copy) duly signed and sealed. The revised documents (if any) shall be uploaded in
e tender portal.

(v) Bidders are requested to note that they should necessarily submit their financial bids in the
format provided and no other format is acceptable. If the price bid has been given as a
standard BOQ format with the tender document, then the same is to be downloaded and
to be filled by allthe bidders. Bidders are required to download the BOQ file, open it and
complete the SKYBLUE coloured (unprotected) cells with their respective financial
quotes and other details (such as name of the bidder). No other cells should be changed.
Once the details have been completed, the bidder should save it and submit it online, without
changing the filename.

(vi)Tenderers are advised to upload their documents well in advance, to avoid last minutes
rushon the server or complications in uploading.
